In case of any
irregularities are seen, the security deposit will be forfeited and in addition any legal action as deemed fit
may be initiated.

13. All materials required for the proposed work/supply shall be of specified grade and approved brand
inconformity with relevant code of practice (latest revision) and manufactured accordingly and shall be
procured and supplied by the agency at their own cost including all taxes. Authenticated test certificates
are to be submitted before start of work if asked. If required by the Engineer-in-Charge (if necessary)
engaged, further testing from any Government approved Testing Laboratory shall have to be conducted by the
agency at their own cost.

14. Labour Welfare CESS if applicable @ 1% (one percent) of cost of tender will be deducted from every Bill of the
executing agency and all the codes and regulations as per Labour Law/Act shall be followed strictly.

Arbitration: In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under these conditions contained in
the order or in connection with this Contract, (except as to any matters, the decision of which is specifically
provided for in these conditions) the same shall be referred to the tender inviting authority.

21. Warranty andReplacement:

a) The supplier shall warrant that the goods supplied/ constructions made under this contract aremade
new, unused, unless provided otherwise in the contract. The supplier further warrants that all goods
supplied under this contract shall have no defect arising from design, materials or workmanship
(except when the design and/or material is required by the purchaser's Specifications) or from anyact
or omission of the supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions
prevailing in India and West Bengal. The warranty should be comprehensive on site,
repair/replacement basis.

b) During the warranty period, the materials/supply/work should be repaired / replaced within three
days of reporting of the defect.

c) The contractor/vendor shall be fully responsible for the manufacturer’s warranty for all supply from
design, material, manufacturing, workmanship, or any act or omission of the manufacturer / vendor or
any defect that may develop under normal use of supplied material during the warrantyperiod.

22. DeliveryTerms:

a. Construction work should be completed and handed over within maximum 60 days from the date of
issue of work order or as mentioned in work order and later will prevail if there is any conflict
between the work order and delivery terms mentioned here.

b. Safety of the material during transportation shall be the responsibility of the contractor.
