2nd call may be invited immediately after technical evaluation and uploading the list of the 
technically qualified bidders(s) of the 1st cal.If such bidder(s) technically qualified in the 1st 

call intend(s) to change their rates quoted in the 1st call, they are to purchase tender paper 
afresh. In case of non purchase, the rates quoted in the 1st call would remain valid After 
selection of technically qualified tenderers for 2nd call (in case new tenderer other than the 
existing tenderer of the 1st call), financial bid of both 1st and 2nd call would be opened.
