A total of 146 numbers of EDCs {now re-designated as JFMC} having total membership of 40477 with approximate ratio
of male: female membership at 3:2 have been reported to be registered in West Bengal covering 76112.691 ha forest
within Protected Areas being protected by them. The SC & ST constitute 64.38% of members in the EDCs. With the
promuigation of the latest JFMC resolutions, the erstwhile EDCs are called JFMCs vide no. 40-FOR dated 31.01.2617.
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
